This note is intended to give everyone an update on the bar project. Some things may have been omitted, 
but this should give you a good overview.  
 

We started on January 2nd packing all of the supplies behind the bar and moving them out of the way. Then 
the shelving, mirrors, bar cooler doors and hardware were removed. On Tuesday the 3rd, a few members 
came early in the afternoon and removed all of the cupboards and floor. The plumbing, soft drink system, 
and electrical was removed, as well as the sinks and shelves under the bar. The bar top was removed and 
placed in a secure area. During this phase we found that the floor joists were rotted 4 to 6 feet back from the 
exterior wall, the 2 by 8 that runs along the bottom of the wall was rotten and had to be replaced. The bot-
tom few inches of the bar was also rotten. All of the rotten wood was cut out and replaced. and the floor

joists leveled.  
 

The week of January 9th, the sub floor was put down consisting of 3/4 inch plywood then a layer of luan to 
bring the floor to the right height and then a layer of cement board (a water-durable, mold-resistant panel 
for use under tile and other finishes in a variety of interior and exterior applications). The back wall was 
repaired, completely insulated and dry walled. The lower few feet of the exterior siding and wall boards 
will need to be repaired, replaced in the Spring, but is secured for the time being. The floor will be tiled to-
morrow. The backside of the bar was also.  
 

The electrical service was traced and all of the unused wires were disconnected from the panel and those 
that could be, were removed. New wiring has been run to all of the outlets and switches in the bar area, 
new outlets and switches will be installed this week. New drain pipe, water lines and chase for the soft 
drink system have been brought to the bar area and will be connected when the bar is in position. 
 

In addition to the bar, floor and electrical work we will be cleaning the stainless steel and could use a few 
helpers at anytime. 
 

The Beer coolers are at the Club for installation soon. 
 

We are certainly blessed with talented members. The work that has been accomplished in the 2 1/2 weeks 
is priceless. Thanks to all who have been involved. Anyone interested in helping, please show up on  Tues-
day nights.  There is a lot of work for non-skilled workers. We are sorry for any inconvenience this project 
may be causing and want to thank everyone for your patience.
